One is fasting and God has
been laying this one pretty heavy
on my heart lately. Jesus calls us to
fast in private, and he calls us to
pray in private too Matthew 6:16
18). See that in the text that God
sayswhenyou fast, notif you fast
(v. 16). Implication: we should fast.
Fasting is a very helpful way to re-
duce distractions, focus on God,
and cultivate a sense of depend-
ence on Him. Fasting is a way of
sacrificing physical nourishment to
seek the spiritual nourishment we
need for direction in our lives.
Start with a meal that you forsake
in order to read and meditate on
Scripture. Progress to taking a day
where you use all meal times to
read, pray, and enjoy fellowship
with other believers. Don't make
